She was appointed to the first Board of Directors of the
Kenya ICT Board (now ICT Authority of Kenya) she has also
served as the Director of  Business Process
Outsourcing/Information = Technology Enabled Services
(BPO/ITES) at the Ministry of ICT in Kenya; and as founder
and CEO of the Konza Technopolis Development Authority
(KoTDA). Dr. Adeya has also been immensely instrumental in
the development of the East Africa Centre for Internet
Governance and Policy (CIGAP) at the renowned Strathmore
University in Nairobi.
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She was an independent non-executive director at Standard
Chartered Bank Kenya for nine(9) years until December 2024.
Catherine is currently an independent non-executive Director
at Old Mutual East Africa Holdings, where she chairs the
Technology and Innovation Committee. She also serves on the
advisory board of the East Africa Infrastructure
Platform(EAIP)

Her biggest dream i1s to empower as many women as possible
to follow 1n her steps to pursue Science, Technology,
Engineering, and Mathematics, popular as STEM subjects,
and be part of the process as far as research 1s concerned.
